Based on the review of the Case and being governed by Article 100, Part 2, Article 102, Parts 2 
and 4 of the Constitution of the Republic of Armenia, Articles 63 and 64 of the RA Law on the 
Constitutional Court, the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Armenia HOLDS: 
 

1. The obligations stipulated by the Financial Contact Border Crossing and Infrastructure 
/Modernization of Bagratashen, Bavra and Gogavan Border Crossing Points/ (together with the 
amendments to No. 1 amendment  to the Agreement  letter signed between the Republic of Armenia 
and the European Investment Bank  on 5 November 2012 in Yerevan) signed between the Republic 
of Armenia and the European Investment Bank on 7 August 2012 are in conformity with the 
Constitution of the Republic of Armenia. 
2. Pursuant to Article 102, Part 2 of the Constitution of the Republic of Armenia this 
Decision is final and enters into force from the moment of its announcement. 
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
