Proceeding from the results of consideration of the case and ruled by Article 100(2), Article 102, 
Parts 1 and 4 of the Constitution of the Republic of Armenia, Articles 63, 64 and 72 of the RA Law on 
Constitutional Court, the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Armenia HOLDS:
