REPUBLIC OF IRAN ON MAY 17, 2018 WITH THE CONSTITUTION OF THE
REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

Proceeding from the results of examination of the case and ruled by Articles 168 (para.3) and
170 (para.1 and 4) of the Constitution of the Republic of Armenia and Articles 63, 64 and 74 of the
RA Law on Constitutional Court, the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Armenia HOLDS:

1. The obligations stipulated by the Agreement on the Establishment of a Temporary Free
Trade Area signed between Economic Union and its Member States and Islamic Republic of Iran
on May 17, 2018 are in conformity with the Constitution of the Republic of Armenia.
