Proceeding from the results of examination of the case and ruled by Articles 52, 100(4), 102 of the
RA Constitution, Articles 63, 64 and 75 of the RA Law on “The Constitutional Court,” the
Constitutional Court of the Republic of Armenia DECIDES:

1. The arguments presented by the Applicant in the framework of the subject of the legal regulation
prescribed in Article 52 of the RA Constitution and Article 75 of the RA Law on “The
Constitutional Court,” during the RA Presidential Elections of 2008, the obstacles that arose for the
RA Presidential Candidate Levon Ter-Petrosyan cannot be considered as insurmountable.
